We will be practicing the following enhanced health and safety measures: 

BUILDING ENTRY AND EXIT 
• Sanctuary doors will be propped open. 
• Hand sanitizer will be provided, please use upon entering. 
• Attendance will be taken by name. 
• To avoid mingling, please take your seat as soon as possible after entering. 
• Refrain from shaking hands, hugs, fist bumps, and other forms of physical 

contact. 
• Kindly maintain social distancing during entering and exiting. 
• Please be conscious of those around you: social distancing is still to take 

place even in the parking lot.  
 

SANCTUARY SEATING 
• Pews will be marked to assist with social distancing. 
• Please seat yourself in an open pew while maintaining a distance of 6 feet 

from other households. 
• All stored pew items will be temporarily unavailable. 
• Offering baskets are located in the back of the sanctuary-please place of-

ferings as you enter or exit. 
• Dismissal will happen from back to front: please wait on the direction of 

ushers. 
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WORSHIP PRACTICES 

• Face masks are REQUIRED. 
• Face shields my be worn with a face mask, but not in lieu of a face mask.  
• Bulletins will be provided by email prior to the worship service. 
• The order of worship and announcements will be displayed during     

worship via projector 
• During the Passing of the Peace: wave, greet your neighbor from a      

distance. 
• No congregational singing or responses. 
• Please refrain from physical contact with others outside of your       

household. 
• No food, drinks, or candy will be served or consumed. 
 

RESTROOM USE 

• Only one person (or child and adult from the same household) may  
use the restroom at a time. 

• Cleaning products and toilet seat covers will be provided.  For your 
safety, please clean surfaces before use.

• Children are encouraged to attend the Worship Service with their
